FACING-UP TO END OF LIFE ISSUES
                (Practicalities)

Have you been putting off writing your will?  More than that, have you considered what might happen to your affairs if you lose the ability to deal with them properly in the last part of your life?  Giving someone else what is called “power of attorney” avoids that problem.  Every year thousands upon thousands of people in this country die without having made a will.  Sometimes that leaves one’s relatives and a solicitor with great problems, which can drag on for years.  If you are one of the people in Settle who has not faced these issues yet, perhaps this series of evenings will encourage you to do so.  You could save other people a great deal of trouble. 

The series is also intended to help you in other ways.  We all need to be realistic and aware of the many caring services that are available to us in the last part of our lives, if we suffer a terminal illness such as cancer.  We should know about how the wonderful hospice movement works, and about the care that is available to us in our own homes if we would prefer to end our life there.
Sometimes one’s nearest and dearest are perplexed about arranging a funeral – because we may have given them no indication of what our wishes about our funeral are.  Again we can save others a great deal of trouble if we face up to this issue well beforehand and leave them with some guidance about what kind of funeral we would prefer.  

On the other hand, you may be someone who has lost a near relative recently and you are finding it difficult to come to terms with the death of that loved one.  Again, this series of evenings may help you considerably.
Churches Together in Settle and District in these evenings is bringing together people who are well qualified and willing to support you in making decisions about all these matters.  Living a good life includes ending it well by giving others as much help as we can when we die.  
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
